The Kispiox River Ranch is located in the heart of British Columbia about 100 km North/North-West of Smithers.  Here you are welcomed by a married Swiss couple, Ursi and Bruno Heuberger, both active anglers, to an unforgettable wilderness experience.  The lodge accommodates maximally 10 guests at a time and is, hence, an ideal place for fishing vacations amongst friends and like-minded people.

The Kispiox, one of the most famous rivers world-wide for trophy Steelhead, originates about 140 km North of Hazleton in the area of the Swan Lake Provincial Park.

Making his way through untouched, deserted nature, he finally joins the Skeena River in the Indian village of Kispiox.  The Skeena, on the other hand, meets the Bulkley River somewhat downstream in Old Hazelton providing two world-renowned salmon and Steelhead rivers in close vicinity to the lodge.

The Kispiox River is seasonal habitat to all pacific salmon species, next to rainbow trout, Dolly Varden, cut-throat trout, migratory whitefish and the relentlessly fighting bull trout.  The highlight of the season for fly fishermen, however, is the autumnal hunt for the strong world-famous trophy Steelhead. 

Enjoy this perfect dream of a unique river scenery and fish right at the doorstep for these beautiful big salmonids.  Here you can catch without guiding the king salmon or Steelhead of your dreams.

All along the valley there a numerous picturesque lakes, which can be accessed in day trips by canoe or motorboat and provide exceptional alternative fishing for wild trout and char.
Accommodation is available in a recently established guest house with single or double rooms, shower and toilet or a comfortable and luxuriously furnished Canadian log cabin.  The log cabin contains 2 bedrooms which are equipped with two beds each, a bathroom with shower as well as a living/dining area with fully integrated kitchen.  The log cabin also provides a roofed outside seating area with barbecue.  A rustic, 100-year old trapper cabin in the vicinity of the guest house offers a comfortable guest lounge and kitchenette for those guests who wish to cater for themselves.
Guests and family members who do not wish to fish find plenty of alternative opportunities to enjoy the magnificent nature of the Kispiox valley: river rafting, canoeing/boating, horseback riding, First Nation culture, biking, golfing and, not to forget, shopping in the near-by Indian villages are only a few of the local attractions.  Equally, ornithologists, photographers, and mycologists will find here an absolute paradise.

During the winter season we offer ice-fishing, ski-dooing, cross-country or down-hill skiing.  Experience the unique winter landscape as an unforgettable impression.
